AGREEMENT

The abovementioned Lessor and Lessee/s may be individually referred to as a “Party” or are to be collectively referred to as the “Parties”.
The Parties premise the following:
Whereas, the Lessor currently owns the property __________________________________________. (hereinafter referred to as the “Property”);
Whereas, the Property forms part of the building known as _________________________________. (hereinafter referred to as the “Block”, and for the purposes of clarity the term “Block” shall mean to include the “Property” inter alia);
Whereas, the Lessee/s is willing to lease the Property from the Lessor as his/her/their primary residence, with the acceptance of the Lessor;
Whereas the Parties are willing to enter into this Agreement for the granting of the Property under the title of lease by the Lessor to the Lessee/s under the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement;
Whereas any issue not covered by this agreement shall be governed by the Laws of Malta.

Now, therefore, by virtue of this Agreement, it is hereby agreed, by and between the Parties as follows: -
1. THE LEASE

1.1. The Lessor is hereby granting by title of lease to the Lessee/s, who in turn hereby accepting and leases from the Lessor under the said title of lease the Property, along with access to the main entrances of the Block and its shared areas, subject to the terms and conditions established in this Agreement.
1.2. The Property is being leased fully furnished by the Lessor.

2. GRANT & TERM

2.1. The lease shall commence and take effect as from the ____ (day) of the month of __________ of the year two thousand and __________________ (20____), hereinafter referred to as the “Commencement Date”, of which the first six (6) months shall be di fermo.
2.2. The lease shall run for a period of twelve (12) months, and for the purposes of clarity, the lease shall expire on the ____ (day) of the month of _________________ of the year two thousand and _______________ (20___), hereinafter referred to as the “Termination Date”.
2.3. The Lessor shall give notice to the Lessee/s by registered mail or email of such termination of the lease at least three months before the Termination Date, as required by law.  In default of such notice the lease shall be deemed to be renewed for a further period of one (1) year, subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, but which may include the relative yearly Rent Increase as established in Article 3.6 of this Agreement, in which case this is to be communicated by the Lessor to the Lessee at least three months in advance.
2.4. The Lessee/s may not terminate the lease during the period di fermo.  The remaining period shall be di rispetto, during which the Lessee may terminate the lease at any time provided that the Lessee/s gives notice to the Lessor by registered letter of at least one (1) month before the intended termination date of the lease indicating the Lessee/s intent to terminate the lease.
2.5. The Lessor is hereby handing over and delivering to the Lessee/s __________ (__) sets of keys to the Property/letter box of which the Lessee/s acknowledges due receipt.  The Lessee/s agrees that the Lessor shall also retain copies of the keys to the Property.  The Lessee/s shall not make any additional copies of any of the keys handed over by the Lessor.
2.5.1. The Lessee/s agree to not give any of the keys, to any persons not mentioned in the Agreement.
2.5.2. The Lessee/s shall report any lost/stolen keys immediately (or as soon as is duly possible, and in no case later than 24 hours from when they became aware of such) to the Lessor.  The Lessee/s further agrees that he/she shall bear all costs for replacing locks or keys if either loss/damage is done at his/her/their fault or negligence, or should he/she fail to return the said keys when required to do so.

3. RENT

3.1. In consideration of the grant of lease agreed herein, the Lessee/s undertakes to pay the Lessor a monthly rent of __________________________________________ EURO (€______), payable monthly in advance hereinafter referred to as “RENT”, which shall be payable with effect from the Commencement Date.
3.2. The entire monthly Rent shall be paid in one lump sum by the Lessee/s starting from the date stated in section 2.1..  Each month’s Rent shall be pre-paid by the Lessee/s by no later than the due date via a monthly standing order accrediting the Lessor’s bank account as per below:

3.3. The Rent amount shall not change should any number of Lessees leave the Property during the rent period.
3.4. The Lessee’s shall inform the Lessor one (1) month in advance should any number of Lessees decide to leave during the rental period.
3.5. No additional or other Lessees may enter the Agreement during the continuation of the said Agreement.  Therefore, from the commencement of the said agreement up until the termination, the lease shall be with the individuals who have entered the said agreement, saving any lessees/s who would give notice in accordance with the preceding clause, however no new lessees/shall enter in the agreement.  This unless agreed otherwise with the Lessor in writing.
3.6. Following the lapse of the period of twelve (12) months calculated from the Commencement Date, the Lessor has the right to increase the Rent for every subsequent twelve month period in proportion to the yearly adjustment of the Property Price Index (PPI), published by the National Statistics Office when compared with that of the immediate preceding year, provided that such increase shall not exceed the Rent paid in the immediate preceding year by more than five per cent (5%), as established by law, and the Rent payable in terms of Article 3.1 of this Agreement shall increase accordingly. 
3.7. In the event that the Lessee/s fails to pay punctually the established monthly Rent, the Lessor shall have the unilateral right to retain an amount of one (1) month’s Rent from the security deposit left by the Lessee/s, so however, that the Lessor may still proceed against the Lessee/s to collect any other amount due by the Lessee/s.  Provided further that the Lessor reserves the right to demand the termination of this Agreement in terms of law for failure to pay the Rent only after having called upon the Lessee/s by means of a judicial or registered letter, and the Lessee/s notwithstanding such notification, fails to pay the said Rent within fifteen (15) days from notification, as provided for by law.

4. SECURITY DEPOSIT

4.1. In addition to the Rent, the Lessee/s hereby pays unto the Lessor who accepts and acknowledges due receipt, of a further sum of ________________________________EURO (€_____), that is being paid by way of a security deposit in security of the payment of such amounts which in terms of law or this Agreement are payable by the Lessee/s.  For the avoidance of doubt, it is hereby declared that the liability of the Lessee/s is in no way limited to the amount paid in terms of this clause.  It is also being agreed that should the Lessor utilise the security deposit or part thereof to cover a missed Rent payment, the Lessee is bound to replenish the said security deposit to its original amount.  Failure to do so will give the Lessor the right to terminate this Agreement.
4.2. The security deposit paid in terms of this section is to be retained by the Lessor for the duration of the lease and shall be thereafter released by the same Lessor, in part or in whole, as the case may be made by the Lessee.  Provided that the security deposit shall only be released, whether in whole or in part, following inspection of the Property by the Lessor, or its designated agent, and is found to be in the same condition as it was on the Commencement Date, with the exception of that which the Lessor or his agent deems to be fair wear and tear, and verification and confirmation for the release of payment shall be made by the Lessee/s of all such amounts, which in terms of law or of this Agreement may be made.
4.3. Attached hereto, is an inventory containing all the movable present in the Property, and such list includes details of the condition in which the movables are being delivered to the Lessee/s, that is being marked and attached to this Agreement as “INVENTORY”.
4.4. The payment by the Lessee/s to the Lessor of the security deposit set out in this section and its eventual refund, whether in whole or in part, shall not release the Lessee/s from the obligation to pay any other amounts which in terms of law or of this Agreement are payable to the Lessor.
4.5. The security deposit may not be used to pay the last month’s Rent, unless specifically allowed by the Lessor.
4.6. The Lessor shall be freely entitled to set-off and thereafter retain, the security deposit or part thereof, against the unpaid portion of such amounts which in terms of law or this Agreement are payable to the Lessor and is hereby granting its full consent for such set-off or retention.
4.7. Should damages and/or other expenses be sustained by the Lessor in relation to the lease or the Property owing to the fault of the Lessee/s, which exceed the sum held by the Lessor as security deposit, the Lessee/s shall remain responsible for the payments of such amounts to the Lessor.

5. USE OF PROPERTY & BLOCK

5.1. The Lessee shall use the Property solely and exclusively as a residence of Lessee and members of his family as defined in Article 5.5 of this Agreement.  The use of the Property for any other purpose shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and shall entitle the Lessor without prejudice to any other rights or remedies, to demand the Termination of this Agreement.  The Lessee/s shall not commit, or allow to be committed, any waste or accumulation of rubbish upon the Block or otherwise permit any noise, nuisance or other act or thing which may disturb the other occupants of the Block or other neighbours in the vicinity beyond the limits of tolerance to good neighbourliness.  Noise levels emanating from the Property must at all times be kept to within limits acceptable to the Lessor at its absolute discretion.  Without prejudice to the foregoing, the Lessee/s declares that he/she shall not cause upon the Property unreasonable levels of noise which may disturb neighbours or the surrounding properties, or even other tenants residing within the Block, in particular during the hours between 23:00 and 08:00 in accordance with Maltese Law.
5.2. The Lessee/s shall, at the Lessee/s sole cost and expense, comply with all applicable requirements of all authorities, governmental or otherwise, now in force or which may hereinafter be in force, relating to the Property and its use, and shall faithfully observe all laws and regulations now in force or which may hereinafter be in force. The Lessee/s shall moreover indemnify the Lessor in the event that the latter is fined or otherwise held responsible, for any breach of any law, regulation, permit and licences as a result of any act or omission of the Lessee/s.
5.3. No other persons, friends or family members other than the persons registered on this contract may reside in the property during the contract period.  The Lessor will not recognise any other person than the Lessee/s and the term “members of his family” in regard to the Lessee shall be construed to mean, his/her spouse, civil union partner, cohabitant, or an immediate member of his/her family, that reside within the Property for complete responsibility of the tenement in question.  Any additional persons residing in the property can only do so upon the written authority of the Lessor at his sole discretion.
5.4. The Lessee/s shall be solely responsible towards the Lessor for any and all persons, friends or family member not registered in this Agreement that enter or make use of the Property during the contract period.
5.5. No part of the common areas of the Block or Property or roof may be used for commercial operations or to conduct any kind of business.
5.6. The use of the Property for any other purpose shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and shall entitle the Lessor without prejudice to any other rights or remedies, to demand the termination of this Agreement.
5.7. The Lessee/s shall not be allowed to keep dogs, cats, or any other pets/animals in the Property without the Lessor’s written consent.
5.8. The use of barbeques or any other form of cooking is prohibited in any of the balconies or on the roof of the Property.  No barbeques may be used inside the Property.
5.9. The Lessee/s shall not smoke, vape or make use of any other similar devices inside any of the common parts of the block or on the roof or inside the Property except for the balconies.  No cigarette butts shall be thrown away over the balconies or in the internal shafts of the Property.  Ashtrays must be used at all times.
5.10. The Lessee/s shall not make use of any illicit narcotic substances (prohibited by the Laws of Malta) in any part of the Property or the Block.  The use of said substances shall constitute a breach of the Agreement and shall entitle the Lessor to demand the termination of this Agreement.  Similarly, the Lessee/s is not allowed to carry out any illegal activities within the Property or the Block and failure to abide by this condition will give the Lessor the right to terminate this Agreement.
5.11. Any violation which results in criminal proceedings being taken against the Lessee/s shall entitle the Lessor to demand the termination of this Agreement.
5.12. The Lessee/s shall be solely responsible for and shall promptly pay all fees, deposits and charges, for any TV/phone/internet services.  The Lessee/s shall bare the cost for the installation of said services and for the removal of said services at the end of this Agreement.
5.13. The Lessee/s shall inform in writing the Lessor whenever the Property is not going to be occupied for more than seven (7) consecutive days.  In such an instance, and in all other instances, where the Lessee/s will be physically absent from the Property, the Lessee/s shall take all reasonable precautions in locking all apertures and exterior door/s.
5.14. Waste bags should on no account be placed outside the Block during the night but should always be placed outside to await collection as appropriately informed by the Local Council.  The Lessee/s shall observe all rules relating to waste separation in force in Malta at all times.
5.15. The Lessee/s shall in no way encumber, occupy, or interfere with the access of the shared areas of the Block, be it the front door landing, entrance hall, Property landings, stairwell or roof.
5.16. Should any linen be provided by the Lessor these are being provided without prejudice to being replaced by the Lessor if these perish by wear and tear.  Any replacements for any reason are to be borne by the Lessee/s.

6. IMPROVEMENTS & ALTERATIONS

6.1. The Lessee/s shall not at any time make any alteration, internal or external, addition, improvement or other change, such as changes to structural/loadbearing walls or colour schemes, to the Property except with the prior written consent of the Lessor.  Such consent shall lie within the absolute discretion of the Lessor, who is not obliged to give any reason for refusal.  As a condition to evaluating any request by the Lessee/s pursuant to this section, the Lessor may require the Lessee/s to provide plans, specifications or more information to evaluate the request.  Should the Lessor give his consent to such improvements or alterations, the works shall be affected in accordance with the conditions laid down by the Lessor and respective authorities, and under the supervision of an architect approved by the Lessor.  Any costs whatsoever related to such alterations and/or improvements are to be borne solely by the Lessee/s.
6.2. The Lessee/s shall not, under any circumstances, alter the façade or the existing apertures of the Property.
6.3. The installation of any air conditioners, or any other fixed appliances, by the Lessee/s must be authorised by the Lessor and must be maintained and/or services by the Lessee/s.  Upon expiry or termination of this lease, any air conditioners shall become the property of the Lessor.  Furthermore, should the Lessor accept the removal of such appliances upon termination of the Agrteement, any expenses incurred for the removal of air conditioning units and any re-plastering and painting as may be necessary shall be carried out by the Lessee/s to the full satisfaction of the Lessor and at the sole expense of the Lessee/s.
6.4. The Lessor reserves the right to carry out any alterations, additions, improvements or any other changes to the Property throughout the term of this Agreement, and any subsequent renewals.

7. CONDITION & PRESERVATION

7.1. The Lessee/s acknowledges and declares to have examined the Property and in consequence of such examination, the Lessee/s declares that there are no apparent defects on either the immovable or the movables except those, if any, marked in the inventory.
7.2. The Lessee/s shall make use of the Property with the care and diligence of a bonus paterfamilias and shall execute, at his/her/their sole expense without the right of reimbursement from the Lessor, all acts or ordinary repair and maintenance of the Property as may from time to time be necessary, saving any repair of damages caused by force majeure and without any fault of his/her/their own.  Ordinary repair and maintenance shall have the meaning attributed by the Civil Code of Malta but shall also mean to include, but shall not be limited to, the cleaning of sinks and drains, and damage to bulbs, light fittings, water geyser/s, television, fridge and cooker, as well as any minor defects in the water and electricity installations and cleaning before vacating.
7.3. The Lessee/s shall at all times keep the Property, including its improvements, fixtures and fittings and equipment, in good order and good state of repair.
7.4. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the Lessee/s agrees to keep all areas of the Property in a clean and hygienic state and comply with all laws and regulations.
7.5. In the event the Lessor is at any stage not satisfied with the cleanliness or hygiene of the Property, the Lessee/s shall be notified and shall remedy it forthwith.  Repeated failure to do so shall constitute a breach of the Agreement and shall entitle the Lessor to demand the termination of this Agreement.
7.6. Saving what is otherwise set out in this Agreement, all expenses incurred in connection with repair and maintenance, internal or external, which are imposed or ordered by the competent officials or by law, including such expenses as are necessary to render the Property fit for use as a residence, shall be borne solely and exclusively by the Lessor.
7.7. The Lessee/s shall give timely notice to the Lessor of all occurrences requiring extraordinary repair.  These include repairs of structural nature, water leakages, electrical faults etc.
7.8. The Lessor shall, at its sole and exclusive expense, without the right of reimbursement from the Lessee/s, carry out all extraordinary maintenance and structural repairs that may from time to time become necessary in the Property, unless such maintenances and repairs are the result of any act or omission or negligence on the part of the Lessee/s, or breach of any of its obligations at law or under this Agreement.
7.9. All other maintenance which is not extraordinary maintenance or structural repair shall be borne solely by the Lessee/s at his/her/their expense.

8. UTILITY BILLS & SERVICES

8.1. The Lessee/s shall be solely responsible for and shall promptly pay all fees, deposits and charges, including use and/or connection fees and the like, charged by the relative utility provider, Local Council or by the Government, for water, electricity, telephone, sewer and sanitation, solid waste disposal and any other service or utility used in or upon or furnished to the Property.
8.2. Water and electricity services shall be registered in the name of the Lessor, though the Lessee/s shall be bound to pay any related bills within seven (7) days from receipt of the respective bill by the Lessor.  This upon presentation of the bill by the Lessor to the Lessee/s.  The Lessee/s shall pay such payment amount to the Lessor who in turn will cover the payment with the respective utility company on behalf of the Lessee.  Should the Lessee/s fail to pay the utility bill, the Lessor shall have the right to either pay the outstanding amount itself at the Lessee/s expense, or to unilaterally order the suspension of the relative services, in which event the Lessee/s shall not be entitled to claim any damages from the Lessor as a consequence of such action.  The Lessee/s recognises and agrees that the Lessor’s right to suspend the provision of the services is a reasonable precaution to ensure that the Lessor does not sustain damages and charges as a consequence of the Lessee’s failure to promptly settle any such dues.
8.3. The Lessor may at any moment in time demand that the said utility services provided to the Property shall be registered in the name of the Lessee/s.
8.4. In no event shall the Lessor be liable for damages or otherwise for any interruption, reduction, disruption, curtailment or failure in the supply, quality or character of electricity, water, or other utility or service if either the quality or character thereof is changed or is no longer available or suitable for the Lessee/s requirements, or for any interruption, reduction, disruption, curtailment, failure or change in quantity, or character which are not attributable to a fault on the part of the Lessor.
8.5. Both Parties to this Agreement declare that the water and electricity meters of the Property were read on ______ (day) of the month of __________________ of the year two thousand and __________________________ (20___), and read at:

8.6. The Lessee/s declares that  _________________________ (___) (number of persons) shall be residing in the Property throughout the duration of the lease and the Lessor shall inform the utility services provider accordingly provided the Lessee/s completes and provides the necessary documentation required by the respective utility/service company.
8.7. The Lessee/s agrees to fill in and submit any relevant documentation to the relevant authority dealing with the utility bills during the continuation of this Agreement, failure to which shall enable the Lessor to demand the termination of this Agreement.

9. TERMINATION, SURRENDER & RENEWAL NOTICES

9.1. The Lessee/s, may at any time, after the expiration of the di fermo period established in this Agreement by virtue of the law, notify the Lessor of his/her/their intention to terminate the Agreement, by registered mail as provided for by law.
9.2. Upon the termination of this Agreement, for whatsoever circumstance, the Lessee/s shall surrender the Property to the Lessor, with free and vacant possession and in a good condition, ordinary wear and tear accepted, and shall return the keys to the Lessor.
9.3. The Lessor may terminate the contract should any of the Lessee/s lose their residence or work permits/visas and the right to work in Malta.
9.3.1. The Lessee/s agrees to inform the Lessor in relation to any renewal or forfeiture or loss of work or residence permits in relation to their status in Malta.
9.3.2. The Lessee/s confirms that at the Commencement Date of this Agreement he/she/they is authorised to reside in Malta and holds a valid work permit.

11. INDEMNITY

11.1. The Lessee/s shall indemnify and hold harmless the Lessor from and against any and all claims arising from the Lessee/s use of the Property, or from any activity, work or thing done, permitted or suffered by the Lessee/s in or about the Property or elsewhere and from and against any and all claims arising from any breach or default in the performance of any obligation on the Lessee/s part to be performed under the terms of this Agreement, or arising from the negligence of the Lessee/s, or a member of his/her/their family who resides within the Property, invitees and guests, and from all and against all costs, advocate fees, expenses, and liabilities incurred in defence of any such claim or any action or proceedings brought thereon.

12.  ASSIGNMENT OR SUBLETTING

12.1. The Lessee/s shall not, at any stage in time, assign or transfer this lease in whole or in part by whatever title, or sub-let all or any portion of the Property, to any third party.

13. ACCESS BY LESSOR

13.1. The Lessor and the Lessor’s agents shall have a right to enter the Property and this only at such reasonable times to examine the same, after giving at least twenty-four (24) hours’ notice to the Lessee/s who shall have the right to be present.
13.2. In cases of emergency, the Lessor shall have the right of immediate access to the Property and the Lessee/s shall make his/her/their best effort to provide the Lessor with such access and accompany the Lessor during such emergency access.
13.3. The Lessor and the Lessor’s agents shall have a right to inspect the Property at least once a month, after giving notice as prescribed in the previous paragraphs.

14. GENERAL PROVISIONS

14.1. Except as expressly herein provided, any amount due to the Lessor not paid when due shall bear interest at eight percent (8%) per annum to be calculated from the due date.  Payment of such interest shall not excuse or incur any default by the Lessee/s under this Agreement.
14.2. No waiver by the Lessor of any provision hereof shall be deemed a waiver of any other provision hereof or of any subsequent breach by the Lessee/s of the same or any other provision.  The Lessor’s consent to or approval of any act shall not be deemed to render unnecessary the obtaining of the Lessor’s consent to or approval of any subsequent act by the Lessee/s.  
The acceptance of Rent by the Lessor shall not be a waiver of any preceding breach by the Lessee/s of any provision hereof, other than the failure of the Lessee/s to pay the particular Rent so accepted, regardless of the Lessor’s knowledge of such preceding breach at the time of acceptance of such Rent.
14.3. If the Lessee/s fails to hand over the Lessor, the free and vacant possession of the Property or any part thereof after the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement, as the case may be, the Lessee/s shall pay to the Lessor the sum of one hundred Euro (€100) for every day of delay by way of liquidated damages, or part thereof such delay.
Moreover, if the Lessee/s fails to clear the said area of all items belonging to him/her/them, the Lessor shall have the right to clear such items and charge all clearance expenses to the Lessee/s.  The Lessor shall in no way be held responsible for the value of such objects and items cleared by the Lessor from the Property.  In such an eventuality, the Lessee/s acknowledges that the clearing of such items shall not constitute any breach of his/her/their rights or the exercise of a pretended right in terms of Article 85 of Chapter 9 of the Laws of Malta, or any other law but is reasonable and legitimate in the circumstances.

15. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS & PROVISIONS

15.1. The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement as determined by the Court, Board or Adjudicating Panel of competent jurisdiction, shall in no way affect the validity or enforceability of any other provisions hereof.
15.2. The Parties submit themselves to the competent exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of Malta or any other recognised judicial body established in Malta, and this Agreement is to be interpreted and construed in accordance with the Laws of Malta.
15.3. This Agreement is being entered into in duplicate, of which the Parties shall receive one copy each.  Each copy being equally valid and binding.

1. Where a lift is installed, the Parties declare that although the building is provided with a lift, such lift is serviced by a third-party company and should said lift not operate, no responsibility shall be with the Lessor and there shall be no reduction in Rent provided that the Lessor has made every reasonable effort to have the lift repaired.
2. The lift is to be used solely for passengers and NO SMOKING allowed therein.  Children are to be accompanied by an adult at all times.
3. No responsibility is accepted by Lessor should the Government Water or Electricity supply to the building be temporarily cut-off.  In this respect Lessee/s are requested to SAVE WATER as the present water supply in Malta is low.
4. No washing clothes, rugs and mats or carets shall be hung upon, shaken or exposed from any front windows, balconies or outside walls of the Property/Block.
5. The main door of the Block is to be kept closed at all times.  Lessee/s are to open and allow access to flats ONLY to persons visiting the Lessee/s.
6. No explosives, petrol or flammable liquid or material are to be brought into or stored in the Property or in the common parts of the Block.
7. The Lessor reserves the right to make sure such rules and regulations are being adhered to from time to time.
8. The Lessee shall have the right to make use of the roof of the Block for the purpose of hanging his/her/their washing only and shall only use the hanging line or lines specifically designated for him/her/them by the Lessor.
9. No e-Scooters and/or skateboards, bicycles or any other item should be left in any part of the Block’s common parts such as landings, entrance etc.

Any new Government regulations which come into effect after the signing of this Agreement in respect of any licenses, fees etc. applicable to the letting of furnished property to residents in Malta shall be assumed, charged to and borne by the Lessee.
